Course Intensive Spanish for Beginners (A1)

content e Listening skills: Using short dialogues, you will learn to recognize familiar
words and basic sentences. By the end of this course, you will be able to
understand Spanish that is spoken slowly and clearly.

e Speaking skills: By the end of this course, you will be able to make short and
simple sentences. You will also be able to ask and reply to questions related
to very familiar topics.

e Reading skills: You will learn to read short and simple texts.

e Writing skills: By the end of this course, you can write a short, personal text.
You can also fill out forms with personal information.

Level 2 (A2)

e Listening skills: By the end of this course, you can understand sentences that
are directly related to you (family life, work, etc.).

e Speaking skills: By the end of this course, you can communicate about simple
and everyday topics, using simple sentences.

e Reading skills: By the end of this course, you can read and find information in
very short and simple texts. You will also be asked to read a booklet (level
A2).

e Writing skills: The language structures dealt with in class will be practisedby
writing short and simple texts.

e Specific grammatical items: los tiempos del pasado, el futuro y el condicional,
los pronombres.

Level 3 (B1)
e Listening skills: The lessons make use of authentic listening fragments as much
as possible.

e Speaking skills: By the end of this course, you can participate without any
preparation in conversations related to topics you are familiar with. You can
also link sentences in a simple way.

e  Writing skills: By the end of this course, you can write simple coherent texts
about topics you are familiar with.

e Reading skills: In this course, you will read both literary and cultural texts.
You will also be asked to read a booklet (level B1).

e Specific grammatical items: los tiempos del pasado (formacién y uso), los
relativos, el subjuntivo (formacién y uso).
